The Presidentõs Update 
09/15/09  

From the Desk of the President

 September started with several great tournaments in Oklahoma.  The US Senior Champi-
onship, US Womenôs Open, the Okie Masters and Okie Fest Open, all over Labor Day Weekend.  
OCFôs team of Sponsors and Directors brought recognition and the national chess spotlight to 
Tulsa.  The combined tournaments were very competitive as evidenced by my board 16 start in 
the US Senior Championship.  Several Grandmasters and International Masters participated in 
what can only be described as a stellar time for Chess in Oklahoma. 
 

Future chess tournaments and events are plentiful with a full schedule of at least 14 USCF 
tournaments in Oklahoma before the yearôs end.  Normally, OCA holds the Tulsa Fall Open in 
November or December.  However, with so little room in the current schedule, the tournament 
may resurface in the spring.  On the subject of tournaments, the State Championship was held in 
Oklahoma City the last two years and both times OKC area players won the title.  Plans are to 
host the 65

th
 Oklahoma State Chess Championship in Tulsa at the end of June.  Tulsa players 

will at least have home turf in the event but no guarantees on the title. 
 

 OCA Policy Board members also serve other organizations.  Chess Adventure Summer 
Camp is a very successful example of combined teamwork.  Last week, the Chess Adventure 
Summer Camp Policy Board set in motion plans for the 5

th
 Annual Summer Chess Camp sched-

uled in mid July.  This yearôs camp held in Owasso featured a teaching staff of Polgar, Denker 
and various State Champions.  National Master Tom Braunlich was a guest speaker and the 
camp looks forward to his return visit next July.  
 
 OSCO is in full swing with the first scholastic Grand Prix #1 scheduled October 3

rd
 at Carl 

Albert High School in Midwest City.  OSCO plans six Grand Prix events including the State Scho-
lastic Championship in March of the 2009-10 school seasons. 
 
 The August 2009 USCF Delegates Annual Meeting saw windfall chess legislation in favor 
of Oklahoma Chess.  Unlike the past, when we flew through Florida hurricanes to support impor-
tant USCF Advanced Delegate Motions, Oklahomaôs political chess players had little if anything 
to do with the new rules.  Oklahoma has only one USCF Delegate based on total memberships, 
but under the new guidelines adjacent States, like Texas with multiple Delegates can seat Okla-
homans with unfilled Delegate slots at the USCF Annual Meeting. Texas, Ohio, Arkansas and 
other State Chapters have all helped seat Oklahoma chess politicians at the past Delegateôs An-
nual Meetings. 
 
 In another major change, State Chapters are now responsible for future Delegate Selec-
tion to the USCF Annual Meeting.  Currently, Frank K. Berry, Oklahomaôs most Senior TD, is our 
USCF Delegate.  His dedication to chess is unquestionable along with his work at the national 
level.

You may  pass the test, but you 

learn absolutely nothing.ó 

ñ Josh Waitzkin  

structors to be aware of.  

 

IM Josh Waitzkin, for-

merly a scholastic player 
of no small note,  says 
the problem with scho-

lastic players immersing 
themselves in an ongoing 

study of openings is  
òQuicksand!ó. In òThe Art 
of Learningó Josh says òIt 
is a little like developing 
the habit of stealing test 
from your teachers desk 
instead of learning how to 
do the math. You may  
pass the test, but you 
learn absolutely nothing ñ
and most critically, you 
donõt gain an appreciation 
for the value or beauty of 
learning itself.  For chil-
dren who focus early on 
openings, chess becomes 
about results. Period. It 
doesnõt matter how you 
played or if you concen-
trated well or if you were 

brave.ó  My own analogy 
is similar. I say that this 
is like teaching kids how 

to make explosives with-
out a sound foundation in 
basic chemistry. Or an-

other analogy, you would-
nõt teach someone how to 

fly by saying òHereõs the 
cockpit, this control 
makes the plane go up, 

down,  and that one 
makes it go left and right. 
Good luck!ó. Back to 

chessñ why not start out 
with just 3 pieces ñ two 

kings and a pawn? Teach  
some very basic mate 
techniques. Add more 

pieces slowly as under-
standing and knowledge 

increase.  You can avoid 
overwhelming the student, 

and avoid òQuicksand!ó.  

May you have success 
with your chess students 

and donõt forget to sup-
port OSCO in any way you 

can!!!

Youth has the advantage of 
overlooking their improve-
ment through the eyes of 
impatience.  In a recent 
email exchange, I re-
minded Devin Hughes of 
our over the board tourna-
ment game when he was a 
good chess beginner.  
Now, Devin has a higher 
rating and my positive 
score against him should 
turn south in the future.  
Several OSCO junior chess 
players are ready for a rat-
ing leap forward during the 
2009-10 scholastic season. 

 

For Devin, the 2009 US 
Open solidified his move 
above the magic 2000 rat-
ing.  Each round seemed to 
add to his confidence as he 
faced several Experts and 
Masters. Devinôs positive 
tournament results were a 
just reward for his hours of 
chess study each day for a 
good third of his life.  Like-
wise, David Luscomb and 
Kenny Lin are destined to 
move up the rating latter.  
In the game below, David 
demonstrates his tactical 
opening ability from hours 
of on line blitz practice.  
Davidôs tactical and combi-
native skills lead to a 
swashbuckling style of 
gambits and sharp posi-
tions.

Championship last June, 
David played the White 
side of a quiet line against 
my main Pirc Defense and 
won.  The surprise was in 
how much his positional 
game has improved in less 
than a year. 

 

On Friday evenings at 
chess club, the time is of-
ten spent working through 
new opening improvements 
with junior Kenny Lin.  
Kenny is 13 years old and 
already has the creative 
and combinative ability to 
win against the 2000+ 
rated players on any given 
day. During Okie Fest 
2009, Kenny plays the 
early rounds with all the fire 
necessary to achieve class 
A, except consistency.  
Since he is seldom ac-
cused of talking too much, 
none of realized how ill he 
was in the final rounds.  
Kenny was diagnosed with 
swine flu shortly after the 
tournament.  Two of his 
Okie Fest games follow.  
These are against high 
rated chess players, and 
are a glimpse of his future 
potential.  

Time passes quickly and 
with the aid of chess com-
puter software, years of ac-
cumulated database 
games tell the improve-
ment story of these suc-
cessful chess juniors.  With 

each game, more than ever their 
moves are in the top five selections of 
the powerful chess software.  Consis-
tency is a mainstay with most high 
rated players and the ñwallò to climb 
for Oklahomaôs higher rated junior 
players.   

 
Oklahoma Chess is on track for least 
two more junior chess players above 
the USCF 2000 rating.  I can think of 
five young players on the path to earn 
the USCF Expert chess rating by 
their senior year in high school.  
Once in a while, a poor tournament 
result carries too much near term 
weight. However, emotion does not 
change the database and computer 
software.  The measured improve-
ment is based in fact and ratings will 
soon follow.

O 
ften when one is reading the USCF 

Rulebook, itõs easy to get ôoff the 
pointõ of whatever it was you were 

looking for in the first place.  Many rules 

reference other rules for supporting infor-
mation, policies, procedures, etc. And, 

sometimes the reader just gets curious 
about the next topic or another subhead-
ing and will begin reading. After all, a 

player thatõs well informed on the rules is 
never at a disadvantage, right?!  Well, 

hereõs one I came across. Itõs particularly 
interesting to me. You see, not only am I 
the OCB Editor, and a TD, I am also the 

OCA Webmaster and a Member -At -Large, 
so this one caught my eye.  Keep reading, 

Iõll explain! 

 

Occasionally I (or another OCA policy 

board member) will get asked to delete a 
certain game from our interactive games 
page on the OCA site. Another true sce-

nario: We have tournament players that 
do NOT turn in their score sheets.  The 

reasons may be many. Weõll touch on 
those in a second. But the situation pre-
sents an awkward situation to us. Why 

so?  See if this helps. From the USCF Offi-

cial Rules of Chess, 5th Edition:  

 

15G. Ownership of scoresheets. The 

scoresheets of all games in a tourna-
ment are the property of the sponsor-

ing organization(s). If the organizer re-
quires that a copy of each game score 
be submitted by the player, duplicate 

scoresheets  must be provided, and 
players who fail to submit scoresheets 

may be penalized.  

The Rules Are...  

 

Since the score sheets are the property of 
the of the sponsoring organization (the 

OCA in this case), it stands to reason that 
they may be used however the sponsoring 
organization wishes ñwhether never to be 

published, or printed in a physical news-
letter (if youõre a Patron member you re-
ceive a òhardcopyó of the OCB) or  if we de-

cide to publish them on our Interactive 

Games page on our website.  

 

So why would someone ask us to delete a 
game or not turn in a score sheet at all?  

There reasons are few and vary widely. For 
example (and this seems to be the most 

prevalent reason), one thinks their òfooó is 
sooo strong  (or is it sooo shaky?!) they 
donõt want their peers / competitors to see 

what new opening or nuances theyõre cur-
rently playing, etc. They DONõT want their 
games published anywhere in the public 

domain. Other reasons might include that 
the players are related (school mates, 

friends, club players that got paired,  fam-
ily members (Father vs. Son, Mother, 
Spouse, etc.) and doesnõt want to 

òembarrassó the other family member / 



ter the fact, the page needs to be re -

generated, re -posted, etc. Itõs not the 
end of the world, but it is work, and not 

trivial either.  We review these requests 
on a case -by-case basis. Bottom line, 
the OCA owns the scoresheets that are 

turned in, and they are required to be 
turned in by all players. Weõve been 
rather lenient in the past, but entrants 

need to aware, there are USCF rules 
that address this and the rules are 

clear !  

relative, etc. Iõve heard / seen a wide vari-

ety of excuses. Generally speaking, theyõre 

just that ñexcuses.  

 

The OCA wants to please its membership 
and will usually bend over backwards to 
make members happy. We have occasion-

ally honored requests to remove games. 
Once published in the OCB, however, 

thereõs no retraction. Thatõs kind of like 
calling the òTulsa Worldó or the òNew York 
Timesó the day after you read your game 

in yesterdayõs issue and saying òDonõt 

print that!!ó A little too late my friend!! 

 

So what can we ALL do to make this eas-
ier?  One suggestion I have made is that 

there simply be a simple sentence or two  
on the tourney entry form, something re-
minding entrants that the score sheets ARE 
the property of the OCA and unless you 
make other arrangements in advance (see 

the Chief TD, etc.),  the OCA may use the 
score sheets in whatever manner they 

deem appropriate. Again, we want to 
please and accommodate the membership 
in any reasonable fashion, but requesting 

your score sheet (game, results, etc.) be 
removed from the public domain after the 
fact, is a little awkward at best. It takes a 

little work to build the interactive game 
pagesñeven though ChessBase does most 

of the work, the resultant code still has to 
be posted in the correct place, links estab-
lished, etc. Ever notice how the interactive 

games index page might say something 
like ò6 Exciting Games From The XYZ 
Championshipóé but if you want me to 

delete your (or your childõs or students 
game), now I have to go back to the index 

page and update it to ò5 Exciting 
Gameséó etc.  When someone objects af-

I went on my yearly trek to JavaOne this

He played a Sicilian opening. WTH? I 

guess these guys basically learn an 
opening or two and then use it no matter 
what. I allowed him to capture my C 

pawn because I knew these guys think 
that once they get 1 pawn up, they've 
won. My opponent didn't think about 

things like opening up files for rooks and 
so forth. By the end of the middle game, 

he was so busy trying to cling to the 1 pawn 

advantage, all of his pieces were completely 
uncoordinated and out of position. I capital-

ized easily, regained my pawn, then went 
up 1, 2, 3 pawns and then had my rook on 
his 7th rank (the place where rooks live!) 

and two pieces in the vicinity of his King.

I 
believe I said a long time ago in a very early 
posting that when I became a black belt in 

the Martial Arts, I quickly realized I was 

only at the beginning of knowledge.
